Fuse

- Replace any defective or damaged pieces. Use original JBC spare parts only.

Before carrying out maintenance or storage, always allow the equipment to cool and unplug the 
stand from the station and the tool.

- Clean the station screen with a glass cleaner
 or a damp cloth.

- Periodically check that the metal parts of the 
tool and stand are clean so that the station 
can detect the tool status.
